‘Peace at Last’ by Jill Murphy
Teach the children the words and actions using pictures from the book to help promote them at first. Think of simple actions for ‘so’ and ‘but’ as a class. 
The hour was late. --- point to watch on wrist

Mr Bear was tired. --- stretch and yawn
So he went to sleep in the bedroom…
but all he could hear was Mrs Bear snoring. --- zZzZzZzZ 
“Oh no, I can’t stand this!” --- Hands on hips and point crossly

but all he could hear was the birds. --- tweet, tweet

PEACE AT LAST and he feel asleep… --- zZzZzZzZ
(Snore for a little while)

Whisper - but then……… Brrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrrr went the alarm clock. 

“Oh no, I can’t stand this!” --- Hands on hips and point crossly 
Mr Bear woke up and rubbed his eyes. --- Stretch, yawn and rub eyes
He didn’t sleep well. --- Shake head
